
AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A 

RATE OF HOURLY PAY FOR 

POLICE EXTRA DUTY AND 

AMENDING THE "CODE OF THE 

TOWNSHIP OF PRINCETON, NEW 

JERSEY, 1968”. 
 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Princeton Council as follows: 

1. Chapter 2 of Article 23 of the "Code of the Township of Princeton, New Jersey, 

1968” which establishes miscellaneous fees is amended by adding thereto the following NEW 

section: 

Sec. 2-130.   Police extra duty pay. 

 Rate to be charged for police officers performance of extra duty:  $107.60 per hour. 

 2. This Ordinance shall take effect upon its passage and publication as provided for by 

law.
