WHEREAS, the former Princeton Borough in 2008 began providing shuttle bus service to the residents of
Princeton; and

WHEREAS, that shuttle service began with a loop in the Borough for commuters in the morning and late
afternoon and evening hours (the “Commuter freeB”); and

WHEREAS, that freeB service was expanded to provide service to local residents -- including senior and
affordable housing locations in both the former Borough and former Township -- during the day, three
days a week (referred to as the “Daytime freeB”); and

WHEREAS, in February, 2013, the Mayor and Council established a freeB Task Force, consisting of
citizens, representatives of the Greater Mercer Transportation Management Association, and other
resource persons; and

WHEREAS, after further freeB Task Force study and planning, freeB service was further expanded
extending the “Commuter freeB” to the Harrison St. Shopping Center in the former Township and
extending the “Daytime freeB” to six days a week; and

WHEREAS, the Memorandum of Understanding regarding development of the University’s new Arts and
Transit District calls for joint study of further improvements in Dinky Service to the Junction, better
integration with the University’s Tiger Transit network, connections to NJ Transit’s bus services, and
maintenance of the municipality’s freeB jitneys.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and Council of Princeton that:

1. The Mayor and Council hereby renames the “freeB Task Force” as the “Public Transit Advisory
Committee” to work cooperatively with representatives of Princeton University, the Greater Mercer
Transportation Association, and other transit development resources to study and make
recommendations for improvements in transit services in the municipality; and

2. The Committee to consist of at least 5 voting members who shall be representatives of the Princeton
municipality, and such staff, representatives of Princeton University, the Greater Mercer Transportation
Management Association (GMTMA), and other resource persons as may be appropriate.
