IMPORTANT NOTICE REGARDING PARK PLACE, VANDEVENTER AVENUE, WILLOW STREET, AND
MOORE STREET

On Monday and Tuesday, June 2-3, weather permitting, ICUNJ will be installing new drainage
inlets on Branch Alley. During work hours of 7:00 am to 6:00 pm, Branch Alley residents are
advised to display a yellow parking placard in their vehicles and park in non-metered, legal
parking spaces on other municipal roads where work will not be taking place.

Montana Construction will be completing water service replacements on Park Place the week
on June 2. On Monday, the work will be focused on the Madison to Vandeventer block. On
Tuesday, the work will move to the Madison to Moore block and include the Moore / Park
intersection. New Jersey American Water (NJAW) will do everything possible to ensure a
minimum of inconvenience while the new water service laterals are being installed. NJAW
staff will knock on your door prior to any temporary interruptions to your water supply in
the switchover process.

On Wednesday, weather and schedules permitting, both ICUNJ and Montana Construction
may be working on Vandeventer Avenue. If these schedules coincide as planned,
Vandeventer will be closed to through traffic during work hours between 7:00 am and 6:00
pm.

On Thursday, June 5, weather permitting, ICUNJ will complete the previous day’s storm
drainage work on Vandeventer Avenue.

Adjacent properties on the affected street(s) will be notified as needed to remove vehicles
prior to the start of work each day. Parking will be allowed in non-metered, legal parking
spaces on other municipal roads where work will not be taking place. If you need to park your
car on the street overnight, please contact Deanna Stockton, dstockton@princetonnj.gov, to
obtain a temporary parking placard, which must be placed on the dashboard of the driver’s
side front windshield.

Provisions will be made for continued services such as brush collection, mail delivery, garbage
and recycling pick-up. On Park Place, collection of garbage, recycling and organics will take
place on your regularly scheduled day between the hours of 6:30 am and 7:00 am.
